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The 25-mile water trail around Grand
Island is the best way to view the amazing
cliffs, caves and rock formations around the
island. Shelter Ridge is the only campsite
accessible by water on the island’s north
side. Remember: this is Lake Superior.
Paddle close to shore, avoid rough weather,
and alway wear a personal floatation device
(PED). There’s no cell phone service on the
northern half of the island. Kayak launching
and rentals are available at the ferry dock.
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
